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TRANSPORTATION 
 
The University is located 3 miles (5 km) from Sarıyer. Sarıyer is one of the main stops for municipality 
transportation. Public transportation by bus, minibus or sea bus is available to various historical and central 
destinations in İstanbul, such as Beşiktaş, Karaköy and Taksim.   
 
Local transportation is low-cost in Turkey. Price of one-way ticket depending one the type of transportation 
is between $1 and $3.
